


We here at the Loxton Football Club would like to express our 
deepest sympathy to the Proud family in the sudden passing of a 
former club great, Player / Life member Phillip óShimmaô Proud. 
 

He made his way up through the ranks at the Tigers where he then 
went on to play 290 senior games for our club and was an A-grade 
Premiership player in 1988, and a  Seconds Premiership player in 
1989 and 2000. 
 

He won the A-grade club leading goal kicker awards in 1985 and 
1986, and in round 3 of the 85 season he kicked 12 goals against 
Waikerie, which is still a club record today since 1964. just to 
prove it was no fluke he done it again in round 8 that same season. 
 

Phillip Captained the B-Grade in 1996 and 1997. He also won the 
Riverland B-grade medals in 1998 and 2001, in his twenty-year 
playing service. He was a Senior committee member for a number 
of years, and a member of the junior committee from around 2002 
to 2011 and was the Junior President in 2011. He Co-coached the 
under 11ôs in 2007, then was Team Runner for under 13ôs/15ôs for 
about 5 years. 
 

Paul Crate, Terry Papst, Kevin Madden, Butch Pedler were all 
mentors and influential in his football career, in their own unique 
ways.  The 1988 A-grade Premiership, the 1989 and 2000 B-grade 
Premierships were the highlights of his career.  
 

Mick Walters, Tony Modra were the best players he has seen play 
at Loxton whilst his Uncle Bob was one of the best Proudôs to play 
the game in his eyes, mainly because he played SANFL footy and 
won all those medals.  
 

Once again, commiserations goes out to the Proud family.  
The funeral details will be next Tuesday the 6th of June at 1pm, 
followed by a gathering at the Loxton Sporty.

FRED PROUD 1948 WHILLAS MEDALIST: 
One of the famous brothers, Proud who appeared in Loxton 
teams before and after WW2. He was the team Captain in his 
medal winning season. A great competitor at all levels excelling 
in either defence or attack.  
 
 
 

BOB PROUD 1955 & 1956 WHILLAS MEDALIST: 
Arguably one of Loxtonôs and the UMôs best ever footballers 
and all-round sportsmen, Noted for his athlectism and ability to 
grab high marks and kick long and accurately with his left foot. 
Half forward with a good football brain. Represented SYP 
clubs, North Adelaide and the State. 
 
 
 
ANDREW PROUD 1992 & 1994 B-GRADE MEDALIST: 
A good hard clean fair super talented left footer who went about 
his business in the usual way picking up disposals at his own 
leisure. Tough footballer who could play numerous amount of 
positions. Tiger through and through. 
 
 
 
PHILLIP PROUD 1998 & 2001 B-GRADE MEDALIST: 
A naturally gifted sportsman.  A good kick and mark, who 
could finish and knew where the goals were. Smart footballer 
who knew how to get the ball and be in the right spot at the 
right time. Good solid contributor, always a team man. Also 
could play tennis, golf and basketball very well. Proud by 
name, Proud by nature! 
 
 
ADAM PROUD (LOXTON)  2013 U/18 MEDALIST : 
Continuing on the long line of Proud medallists, Adam is a tall 
versatile forward / ruckman who can take a big grab around the 
ground.  Long raking kick who can slot them from outside the 
50.
